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Born in 1966, Matt Sesow was raised in rural Nebraska. On a summer evening
when he was eight at an airfield near his home, he was struck by the propeller
of alanding airplane. The accident resulted in his left arm being severed and
the loss of his left hand. Through the support of his family, Matt’s physical
disability was minimized as he was encouraged to participate in a variety of
academic and organized sporting events.
