We are writing to inform you of an exciting update and development with our academy rewards
programme. As we continue to champion student success and promote excellence, we will
soon launch our new ‘School Colours’ programme which will recognise students who go above
and beyond and demonstrate commitment, dedication and excellence across four pillars of
school life: Sports, Creative, Academic and Values.

o Half Colour Ties, recognising significant achievements and contributions.

e Full Colour Ties, the highest level of recognition, for students who consistently excel in
their contributions.

The new tie colours for each year group are as follows: (the colour will remain with the
student for their time at Stanground Academy)

Year 7: Yellow
Year 8: Purple
Year 9: Green
Year 10: Blue
Year 11: Red
